FREDY PERLMAN was a radical activist, college professor, writer and publisher whose philosophy has had a

significant influence onmodern anarchist thought.Hismostwell-knownbook,AgainstHis-Story, Against Leviathan!,
uses Thomas Hobbes’ metaphor of the Leviathan (a huge, monstrous beast that represented the power of a strong
government authority) to criticize the rise ofmodern statist, capitalist civilization.Healsohelped found theDetroit
Printing Co-Op and the anarchist publishing company Black and Red Books. He died in 1985.
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
